- Bilbao and Lissabon; 
- London Gatwick (EasyJet) and London Heathrow (BA and Lufthansa);

- Göteborg (Lufthansa) and  
- Split (Croatia Airlines).

Munich airport to Munich Hauptbahnhof 
From Munich airport the S1 or S8 train leave every 20 minutes for Munich Hauptbahnhof 
(railway station). Travel with these trains take around 40 – 50 minutes; a single ticket costs 
€ 11,00. Alternatively you can take a shuttle bus to the centre, but the S trains are faster 
and more convenient.
